Call to Confession Romans 13:8-10

Minister: Owe no one anything, except to love each other, for the one who loves another has fulfilled
the law. The commandments, “You shall not commit adultery, You shall not murder, You shall
not steal, You shall not covet,” and any other commandment, are summed up in this word:
“You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” Love does no wrong to a neighbor; therefore
love is the fulfilling of the law.

Public Confession
Minister: Let us confess our sins together.

All: O God of heaven, we confess that we have not lived our lives in the light of eternity.
We have not held fast to the truth that “the sufferings of this present time are not
worth comparing to the glory that will be revealed to us.” We have not set our
affections on the unseen eternal things, but set them time and time again on transient
things; things we hope will save us; things we hope will give us joy; things to keep us
from becoming bored. But Lord, we also confess that we have not sufficiently thanked
you for the provision you make for our lives now. We seldom thank you for the men
and women who serve and protect our nation. We are not in the habit of praying for
the various leaders which you have set over us. We are ungrateful for the liberties we
enjoy every day, always craving more than we deserve. Lord, save us from our sin, and
guide us in your ways.
